SIGNIFICANCE

What is a district plan?
➤District plans set out how an

area’s resources should be
managed. Under the Resource
Management Act 1991, every
council must prepare one. They
deal with issues including urban
growth, heritage protection,
noise levels and subdivision.
What is being proposed?

➤Planners Boffa Miskell will
compile a list of important
landscapes and features around
Greater Wellington, starting with
Wairarapa. The views of Maori,
farmers, land owners, environ-
mental groups and the public
will be sought and important
Wairarapa landscapes identified
by July 2010. The information
will be included in councils’
district plans.
LENGTHY PROJECTS

➤Project West Wind, Wellington:
Meridian Energy’s Makara wind
farm. First proposed in the late
1990s, but shelved after local
protests. Consent process
started May 2005. Construction
of the 62-turbine project started
in September 2007 and is due
for completion this month.

➤Project Hayes, Otago:
176-turbine wind farm project.
Resource consent process
began in 2006. Thrown out by
the Environment Court last
month. Meridian Energy may
fight the decision.

➤Marine Education Centre,
Wellington: First suggested for
Te Raekaihau Pt in 1998,
consent granted in 2006, but
overturned a year later. Maranui
Quarry suggested last year.
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COUNCILS are clamping down on
big developments in the Wellington
region to protect outstanding land-
scapes.

The lifestyle property boom and
big wind farm projects are about to
be slapped with stringent controls as
Greater Wellington regional council
begins a review of the area’s most
dramatic scenery in a bid to control
piecemeal development.

Landscapes recognised as out-
standing will be designated as such
in councils’ district plans, offering
them new protection.

Contentious coastal subdivisions
and large-scale wind farms have
sparked public outcries with many
becoming locked in costly legal
battles. They include housing devel-
opments at Riversdale Beach resort,
Mighty River Power’s Long Gully
wind farm near Karori sanctuary,
and the West Wind project at
Makara.

Areas already identified and
protected as outstanding natural
landscapes include the Rimutaka
and Tararua ranges. But there are
growing fears that other landscape
features are being lost because of
lack of protection.

Regional council policy adviser
Scott Ihaka said some local projects
could have been better managed
under clearer protection guidelines.

The review, being undertaken
initially by environmental firm
Boffa Miskell, begins in Wairarapa
early next year. It will take in the
Hutt Valley, Kapiti Coast and Wel-
lington over the next two years.

It is the first robust stocktake of
the region’s environmental assets in
more than 20 years and comes at a
time of increasing pressure on land
availability.

‘‘There is some uncertainty
under the Resource Management
Act about what sort of development
can be carried out on important
landscapes,’’ Mr Ihaka said. ‘‘It’s
that uncertainty that can create
tensions in communities and an ex-
pensive and time-consuming process
for applicants, affected parties and
local and regional authorities.’’

Meridian spokesman Alan Seay
said the process would clarify which
areas were suitable for wind farms
and remove uncertainty.

The firm did not regard the West
Wind project as being on a unique
landscape, ‘‘but we acknowledge
that others have a different view’’.

Upper Hutt City Council has
already moved to protect its patch. It
contracted Boffa Miskell last year to
carry out a Southern Hills Environ-

mental Management Study to detail
the valley’s land resources. Mayor
Wayne Guppy said the city realised
it had to protect the hills. ‘‘If you
don’t have a plan you get these
piecemeal developments that can
leave you unable to fight back be-
cause you have failed to define what
sort of protections should be placed
on those areas.’’

The Greater Wellington review
follows a similar process at Banks
Peninsula, which took 12 years.

Wellington Mayor Kerry Prend-
ergast said the review was not a
quick fix. ‘‘Looking at all landscapes
is going to take time . . . there must
be flexibility.’’

Cancer survivor celebrates cycle of life

BRAIN SURGERY
➤The first awake craniotomy on a patient at Wellington

Hospital was carried out in July last year. The hospital
now does the operation about once every two months.

➤A neuropsychologist and a speech-language therapist
prepared Ms Burgess for surgery. They checked she
was psychologically ready, practised relaxation
techniques and rehearsed the tests she would do during
surgery.

➤On the day of the operation, her head was clamped in
a frame and she was given a general anaesthetic – she
started the operation asleep so she did not have to
listen to the sound of her head being drilled open. Once
asleep, she was given a local anaesthetic.

➤Surgeons cut a hole in the top of her head. Once her
brain was exposed, a special machine mapped the
tumour’s boundaries.

➤After the machine had finished mapping, clinicians put
labels on different parts of the brain to mark the ridges.
Electrodes were also attached to record electrical
activity and detect any seizures. Surgeons then
stimulated parts of her brain to check her movement.

➤The general anaesthetic was withdrawn and Ms Burgess
soon woke up. The local anaesthetic stopped her feeling
pain.

➤She was given tasks to carry out, including counting to
20, repeating phrases and identifying pictures. While
she was doing this, the surgeons stimulated different
parts of her brain.

JUST over a year ago Judy Burgess
was lying on an operating table
talking to surgeons as they removed
a tumour from her brain.

The operation was a success but
there were several side effects. She
lost all co-ordination: simple tasks
such as brushing her teeth, writing
and holding a knife and fork felt
‘‘weird’’. She also went from being
right handed to left handed.

As she learned to talk again she
had to put up with people thinking
she was a ‘‘cabbage’’.

Initially, Ms Burgess was given
little chance of surviving the cancer.
But the plucky Wanganui woman
was not ready to die. Now the
44-year-old solo mother of two
teenagers is in remission and back
doing what she loves – cycling.

At the weekend she cycled till she
was exhausted, finishing the
160-kilometre Lake Taupo Cycle
Challenge in about eight hours.

She was awarded the Dan Dunne
Memorial Trophy, given to athletes
who participate in the race ‘‘against
the odds’’. Mr Dunne died of cancer.

‘‘It’s quite bizarre to think some-
one can operate in your brain while
you are awake. People think it’s hor-
rific, but everyone at Wellington
Hospital was brilliant. They have
given me a second chance at life and
I will be forever grateful,’’ she said.

‘‘I have two beautiful children
and that makes you want to try and
get better and live a long, long time.
They really motivated me.’’

The cycle race capped off a turbu-
lent 14 months for Ms Burgess,
which started when she visited her
doctor in October last year, com-
plaining of earache and fatigue.

A tumour was discovered in the
centre of her brain, but a surgeon
said it was too risky to operate.

Not content with the diagnosis,
she found a saviour in Wellington
neurosurgeon Ales Aliashkevich,
who was willing to operate. But she
had to be awake for the nine-hour
craniotomy, in November last year.

Mr Aliashkevich said operating
on awake patients allowed surgeons
to remove the maximum amount of
a tumour without interfering with
critical parts of the brain, because
the patient could talk to them.

‘‘The operation is about trying to
be as aggressive as possible within
the safety limits. It can be a fine
balance.’’

Ms Burgess started the operation
asleep so she didn’t have to hear her
head being drilled open.

Later, two of the surgical team
kept her calm by chatting to her.

Afterwards, the biggest challenge
was learning to talk again. Simple
things such as ordering a coffee be-
came ‘‘embarrassing’’.

‘‘When I was asked what coffee I
wanted and I couldn’t answer, the
woman looked at me as if I was a
cabbage. It was a horrible feeling,
but it made me more determined to
recover.

‘‘I am almost back to normal but
sometimes I still struggle with cer-
tain words.’’

Ms Burgess, who started cycling
four years ago, said her co-ordin-
ation was also bad after the surgery,
and it was months before she could
think about riding again.

But slowly her skills came back
and in July she began to ride hun-
dreds of kilometres in preparation
for the Taupo race.

‘‘When I crossed the finish line it
was such an amazing feeling. It was
pure joy, especially knowing what I
had gone through. It was the end of
a chapter in my life.’’
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
